How is the interior grelen?l

The inside of our new McDonald’s has been
designed to include regional construction
materials to boost the local economy and reduce
pollution created by excess transportation. Many
of the building materials feature a high recycled
content, including cotton batt insulation, metal
studs, gypsum wall board, decor elements, wall
coverings, tile, countertops and dining surfaces.
To improve the indoor air quality, all products
are urea and formaledhyde free. All paints,
adhesives, sealants and coatings are low VOC
(volatile organic compounds) compliant and all
vinyl is PVC free. LED lighting fixtures and high
efficiency kitchen equipment reduce energy
consumption while water efficient restroom and
kitchen fixtures minimize water usage.

How is the exterior green?

We-have given special consideration to ensure
that the outside of our new McDonald's is
eco-friendly as well. Landscaping consists of
native and adaptive trees, shrubs, and plantings
that are drought tolerant and no permanent
irrigation systems. Over 95% of the wood

used for construction was harvested from FSC
(Forest Stewardship Council) certified forests
that participate in environmentally and socially
responsible forestry practices. Based on careful
site orientation, expansive windows provide
natural light to the interior, illuminating your
dining experience. Our location also has easy
access to public transit routes and pedestrian
paths, allowing our employees and customers
to explore alternative methods of transportation
and reduce their own carbon footprint.
